Joint Forum Leaders Meet Secretary, DOT

Leaders of the Joint Forum met Shri D.S.Mathur, Secretary, DoT, today the 26th November, to discuss certain important issues concerning BSNL and it’s employees. Representatives of BSNLEU, SNEA, FNTO, AIBSNLEA, NFTE, TEPU, and BSNLMS took part in the meeting.  BSNLEU, is represented by Com. V.A.N.Namboodiri, GS and Com. P.Abhimanyu, Dy.GS . A brief on the issues discussed is as follows:-

i) ITS absorption :

  Secretary, DoT replied that a crucial meeting between the DoT and the ITS Association is taking place later today (26.11.2007) in which a final settlement is expected to be arrived at.
ii)     Allotment of additional 2G spectrum as well as 3G spectrum.

   Secretary, DoT stated that BSNL is already allotted with the required additional spectrum in 2G, a year ago. He further stated that, BSNL, infact, has not utilized it so far. As regards 3G spectrum, he told that government has already   decided to allot ‘one slot’ for BSNL on priority basis and that there is no change in that stand.
iii) 20% IPO in BSNL.

 JF leaders drew the attention of the Secretary, DoT, to the media report, wherein it is stated that the BSNL management has proposed to issue 20% IPO in BSNL and expressed their strong protest. Secretary, DoT, told that DoT has not made any such move and requested to discuss the matter with BSNL management.

iv) Navaratna Status:-

  JF leaders insisted BSNL be conferred with Navaratna Status without further delay, in view of the fact that BSNL has already obtained ‘Excellent’ grading in two consecutive  years and ‘Very Good’ grading  for the third year. Secretary, DoT, assured that he would do everything possible on this issue.

v) Bonus for DoT employees.

  Leaders drew the attention of the Secretary, DoT, to the fact that DoT employees working in BSNL on deputation are not given bonus this year. Secretary, DoT, assured to do the needful on this.
